Control Measures

Inspect material storage areas monthly the facility’s Stormwater Pollution Prevention
to ensure all are secure and covered. Plan (SWPPP) and identified on the site map.
Sweep or vacuum at regular intervals. * Determine if waste materials are hazardous
During sanding activities, a vacuum including adhesives, stains, glues etc. and if
sander or other device must be used to hazardous manage, store and dispose of in

This minimizes particles entering the Rules (refer to “Environmental Management”)
environment and mixing with stormwater.

Test facility equipment and systems (such
as dust collection systems) \
to avoid failures resulting in
discharge of pollutants.

Inspect and maintain baghouses
at least quarterly to prevent the
escape of dust from the system
and immediately remove any
accumulated dust at the base

of the exterior baghouse.
