This form can be used by applicants requesting a State General Permit in accordance with the 
provisions of State law, Title 38 M.R.S.A. §480-U, and a Federal permit in accordance with the 
provisions of federal law, 33 USC 1413, §404. The instructions for completing this application 
are listed below. 

GENERAL INFORMATION 
The application must be filled out completely before it is submitted to the Department of Environmental 
Protection (DEP) and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps). If you have any questions about a 
submission requirement, please call the appropriate DEP regional office. The telephone numbers are at the end 
of the instructions. Incomplete applications will be returned. 

The Department encourages applicants to schedule pre-application meetings with regional staff to discuss 
application requirements and the application review process early in the planning process (see the DEP issue 
profile sheet on pre-application meetings). 

The DEP has 15 days to review the application for completeness. Once accepted as complete, the DEP has 45 
days to complete its review. The Department will notify you of its decision prior to the end of the 45 day 
review period. If you wish, you may call the appropriate DEP regional office at any time to check on the status 
of the application. Permits issued by the Department are valid for 2 years. 

The Corps will review the application and will try to notify applicants about the status of the Corps permit 
within the DEP review times discussed above. Questions about the Corps review can be directed to the Maine 
Project Office. The address and telephone number are at the end of the instructions. 

Permits from the municipality may also be required. Please make sure you have had contact with the local 
government, and have received all necessary permits before beginning construction. 

DEFERRALS 
The 45 day time limit for processing a complete application does not apply when winter conditions prevent the 
DEP from evaluating a permit application. Under such circumstances, the DEP can defer action for a 
reasonable period. The applicant will be notified of any necessary deferrals. 

SUBMISSIONS 
Please submit five (5) complete copies of the application to the appropriate DEP regional office (addresses on 
page 3).

PUBLIC NOTICE FILING AND CERTIFICATION 

Department Rules, Chapter 2, require an applicant to provide public notice for the Cranberry General 
Permit within 30 days prior to filing the application. In the notice, the applicant must provide the 
information included in the attached Notice of Intent to File form. “Abutter” for the purposes of the 
notice provision means any person who owns property that is contiguous with the property on which the 
project requiring a license from the Department is proposed. 

1. Newspaper: You must publish the Notice of Intent to File in a newspaper circulated in the area
where the activity is located. The notice must appear in the newspaper within 30 days prior to the
filing of the application with the Department. You may use the attached Notice of Intent to File
form, or one containing identical information, for newspaper publication.

2. Abutters and Others Owning Land Within 1,000 Feet: You must mail a copy of the Notice of
Intent to File to abutters and all persons owning land within 1,000 feet of the proposed project. Their
names and addresses can be obtained from the town tax maps or local officials. They must receive
notice within 30 days prior to the filing of the application with the Department.

3. Municipal Office or County Commissioner(s): You must mail a copy of the Notice of Intent to
File and a duplicate of the entire application to the Municipal Office or, if the proposed project is
located in an unorganized or deorganized area of the State, to the county commissioner(s). The
Municipal Office or county commissioner(s) must receive notice within 30 days prior to the filing of
the application with the Department.
