Any and all of the above contracts, agreements, or other documentation must include a statement that all septage will be properly land applied, processed or disposed in accordance with all applicable licenses, rules, and regulations.

CONTINGENCY PLANS


If the site, facility or transporter cannot accept septage during certain periods (such as maintenance downtime, license limitations or times when land application is not permitted), the municipality must provide a contingency plan.  Contingencies may include contracts or agreements with other sites, facilities, or transporters, or access to sufficient storage capacity for periods when the primary designated site, facility or transporter cannot accept septage.  Such contracts or agreements must be attached.
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
